§ 22.1.298. Regul ati ons governing |icensure.

Not wi t hst andi ng the provisions of this section and the
Board’s authority to license teachers, |ocal school boards
shall be authorized to issue valid three-year |oca
eligibility licenses pursuant to § 22.1-299. 3.

Upon the expiration of a three-year local eligibility
license, the holder of such license shall be eligible, as
appropriate for the degree issued to such person, for a
col l egiate professional |icense or a postgraduate

prof essional license to be issued by the Departnent of
Educati on upon satisfaction of the followi ng conditions:

(i) recommendation by the division superintendent and the
school board for such licensure; (ii) the conpletion of

t hree successful years of teaching experience while hol ding
a valid three-year local eligibility license as certified
by the division superintendent and school board; (iii)
achieving a satisfactory score on the professional
teacher’s exam nations required by the Board; and (iv) such
standards as may be prescribed by the Board of Educati on.

No teacher shall be regularly enployed by a school board or paid
from public funds unl ess such teacher holds a |icense or
provi sional |icense issued by the Board of Education or a three-

§ 22.1-299.3 Three-year local eligibility |icense.

A.

Local school boards shall be authorized, upon
recommendati on of the |ocal superintendent, to issue a
valid three-year nonrenewabl e |ocal eligibility license to
cl assroom teacher candi dates in accordance with the
following criteria:

1. No nore than ten percent of the classroomteachers
enpl oyed by the relevant |ocal school division shal
hol d such local |icenses, based on the nunber of

cl assroomteachers enpl oyed by such school division
during the precedi ng school year

2. The applicant for a three-year local eligibility
i cense shall have earned a baccal aureate degree from
an accredited institution of higher education and
shal | have such experience or training in a subject or
content area as the |ocal school board and
superi ntendent may deem appropriate for the intended
t eachi ng assi gnnent.

3. The hol der of a three-year local eligibility Iicense
shall be required to conplete such training within the
three-year |icensure period as may be specified by the
di vi si on superintendent, the school board, and
st andards prescribed by the Board of Education which
shal I include, but need not be limted to, curriculum
and instruction, including educational technol ogy,
readi ng, and ot her specific course content relating to
the Standards of Learning, differentiation of
i nstruction, classroom behavi or managenent, and human
growt h and devel opnent.

4. The local eligibility |icense shall only be valid
Wi thin the issuing school division

5. No local eligibility license shall be issued if the
t eacher candi date/applicant is eligible for a
col | egi ate professional or postgraduate professional
license issued by the Departnent of Educati on.



6. Teachers issued a three-year local eligibility |icense
shal | be consi dered probationary teachers, shall not
be eligible for continuing contract status while
enpl oyed under the authority of a local |icense, and
shal|l be subject to the probationary terns of
enpl oynent specified in section 22.1-303.

B. Except as specified in this section and section 22.1-303, a
teacher enployed while holding a local eligibility license
shall be entitled and subject to all other requirenents and
rights provided by |aw or regul ation.

C. Any teacher enployed pursuant to a local eligibility
Iicense shall be issued a collegiate professional or
post graduat e professional |icense upon the expiration of
the local eligibility license upon satisfaction of the
foll owi ng conditions:
(i) reconmendation by the division superintendent and the
school board for such license; (ii) the conpletion of three
successful years of teacher experience while holding a
valid-three-year local eligibility license as certified by
t he division superintendent and the school board;
(iii) achieving a satisfactory score on the professional
teacher’s exam nations required by the Board; and (iv) such
standards as may be prescribed by the Board of Educati on.

D. Local school boards shall provide to the Board of Education
i nformati on about teachers receiving local eligibility
i censes and other data related to the | ocal school
division’ s issuance of eligibility Iicenses as prescribed
by the Board. The Board is authorized to revoke and
reinstate a | ocal school board' s authority to issue |oca
eligibility licenses upon a determ nation of any violation
of section 22.1-299. 3.

§ 22.1-303. Probationary terns of service for teachers.

D. Teachers holding three-year local eligibility licenses
pursuant to section 22.1-299.3 shall not be eligible for
continuing contract status while teaching under the
authority of such license. Upon attainment of a collegiate
pr of essi onal or postgraduate professional |icense issued by
t he Departnent of Education, such teachers shall serve the
t hree-year probationary period prior to being eligible for
continuing contract status pursuant to this section.
