Holiday Lake Forestry Camp for Teachers

This is a week-long Forestry Camp for teachers. Classes are taught in the woods
by professional foresters, wildlife biologists, and conservation resource specialists.
Courses include: Sustainable Forest Management Practices, Timber Harvesting
and Reforestation, Tree Measurements, Environmental Protection, Wildlife
Management and Habitat Improvement, Stream Quality Analysis, and Tree
Identification. Field trips are taken to an active logging operation, arborist training,
and a modern paper mill. Exploratory classes are offered in ecology, forest fire
equipment and tactics, wilderness survival canoeing, skeet marksmanship, and
high ropes initiatives. Demonstration programs feature presentations by area
Game Wardens, a bloodhound search and rescue team, and wildlife researchers.
Campers participate in a Lumberjack Field Day with a group competition in
crosscut sawing, log rolling, and other traditional outdoor skills contests.
