SUBJECT: School Counselor Summit
The 2nd Annual Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) School Counseling Division Director Summit will be held on Wednesday, October 17, 2018, at the Hampton Roads Convention Center in Hampton Roads, Virginia.
The Summit is a collaboration with the Virginia School Counselor Association (VSCA) and precedes the group’s annual conference that is scheduled for October 18-19, 2018, at the same location.

Dr. Haas will be discussing Albemarle’s focus on the future through the High School 2022 (HS 2022) vision and how utilizing the expertise of school counselors is critical to the division’s mission.
