Opening Remarks and Welcome
Mr. S. Stewart Harris Jr. welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.

Public Comment
Congetta Kelley, Aluminum Extrusion Council, highlighted the importance of a skilled workforce.

Introductions
Members in attendance introduced themselves. 

Approval of Minutes (January 17, 2019)
A motion was made and seconded and the minutes were approved.

The Academies of Hampton
Veronica Hurd, Director, Hampton City Public Schools

Ms. Hurd provided an overview of the Ford Next Generation academy model – a small learning community composed of peer groups and career and teacher teams – being implemented at the division’s high schools. The division currently is in the implementation phase of the academy model. She shared that the goal is to prepare students for a career, lifelong learning, and life.
She indicated the academies are driven by labor market demand, industries in the region, current employment and projections, and the consideration of the region’s industry goals.


Mr. Willard asked how electives are handled. Ms. Hurd said there is room in a student’s schedule for electives.
Mr. Willard asked, how do you handle the “entrenched” teachers concept? Ms. Hurd answered that this is transformative, that policy is being changed to adapt to the program, and that the structures are in place to support the changes. She also said that because it is combined with business partners and schools/community, it makes it more difficult to alter the model. Creating opportunities such as externships to show teachers its effectiveness and encourages collaboration. 

Mr. Stewart Harris said the key is the involvement by companies in the region. Ultimately, it’s about jobs and careers for these students. The business community is behind it. 
Mr. Bowman asked for more detail about peer learning. Ms. Hurd said students are assigned to a team in freshman academy and go to classes together. When they go to 10th grade, they travel/attend classes with a team of students. They learn together; through extended learning they also have opportunities to work together. 

Civil Air Patrol Aerospace Educational Resources
Paul Willard - Mr. Willard explained the Virginia Wing Aerospace Education Program to the board. He reviewed the history of the Civil Air Patrol and its mission. He discussed aerospace in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics. Any public, private, parochial, home school can participate in the program. There is a low-cost, one-time fee to join. The program is available from K-12 with an aerospace theme to promote all areas of STEM.

Advisory Committee Member Roundtable
Tomeka Dowling – Ms. Dowling summarized the RN and BSN program at UVA and said that, starting in August, the program will go in a hybrid mode instead of a face-to-face class requirement. The program requires the students to come in face to face once a month, and in between they will have online learning.

Drexel Harris – Mr. Harris noted the creation of a seventeenth career cluster in Energy in Virginia. He also mentioned that Christo Rey is coming to Richmond to provide a private-school experience for kids who cannot afford a private school. He added that companies in the area employ the students to help offset the cost of their education.

Vivian Giles – Ms. Giles stated that Micron Technology Inc. in Manassas hosted students from Cumberland County.

Daphne Swanson – Ms. Swanson said that Junior Achievement has been expanding job shadowing opportunities in the Richmond region. With the new career investigation requirement in middle school, JA has a program with Richmond City and Chesterfield County to meet the requirement. She invited the board to the Henrico County CTE signing day on April 23.

Marsha Lopez – Ms. Lopez said that Franklin County held a CTE pep rally for students who had qualified for state competitions. Local news media covered FFA tractor day, and the division held a Facebook live presentation for all of the CTE programs. Four Franklin County students qualified for national conferences.

Paul Willard – Mr. Willard held a large presentation to the General Assembly that was well-received. He visited with the Virginia Space Grant Consortium related to a flight academy program and gave a presentation, and also presented at a regional conference on aviation and aerospace in Richmond.

Ed Bowman – Mr. Bowman said he recently went to a meeting with other contractors around the country and workforce need is a huge issue everywhere.

Morris Dewes – Mr. Dewes said he is working to finish the Perkins plan for approval. He stated he recently visited Campbell County Technical Center.

Stewart Harris – Mr. Harris shared that Newport News Shipbuilding is trying to hire but the supply chain system is being disturbed. He announced that New Horizons Regional Education Centers was to have a CTE signing day on May 14; last year, eight employers made offers to 35 students. This year, the goal is to hire more students in manufacturing, construction, and automotive repair.

Department of Education Update
George R. Willcox, Director, Operations and Accountability, Office of Career, Technical, and Adult Education, Virginia Department of Education

Mr. Willcox reviewed the Statewide Annual Performance Report for 2016-2017 and 2017-2018 and noted that Virginia has met all performance indicators.

He reviewed 2019 General Assembly bills related to Career and Technical Education. The committee discussed two of the bills: Work-based Learning and a seventeenth Career Cluster for Energy.

The Creating Excellence Awards program will be held June 13 at the DoubleTree by Hilton. The secondary and postsecondary awards recognize excellence in the following categories: CTE exemplary programs, advisory committees, and business and industry partnerships.  There are three levels of recognition: local, regional, and state.  The secondary and postsecondary awards ceremony will be conducted jointly for the regional and state winners.

Mr. Willcox mentioned Superintendent’s Memo 068-19 announced position opening on all Board of Education advisory committees, including the CTE Advisory Committee.

Mr. Willcox indicated the deadline for submitting the Perkins V transition plan has been extended to April 24, 2019.

Legislative Update
Dr. Brenda Long, Virginia ACTE Liaison

Dr. Long discussed the national campaign “I Support CTE” and showed participants how to access promotional materials. 

She reviewed the CTE-related bills at the General Assembly, sharing that the Virginia CTE budget amendments did not pass.

Adjournment
Motion was made to adjourn and seconded. The motion passed.
