Welcome and Introductions

· Members approved the agenda. The approval was unanimous. 
· There was a decision to nominate the same slate of officers from 2018-2019 school year for the 2019-2020 school year. Members approved the closing of nominations.
Department of Education Report from Dr. Donna Poland
· Summer Residential Governor’s School: 
The VDOE implemented a new communication system to notify students of acceptance or non-acceptance into the Summer Residential Governor’s Schools Program.  All of the student emails were sent out Friday, April 12, 2019.  All students will receive an email if they were accepted or not accepted. Then, there was discussion from the committee about how the coordinator notifies the students and if foreign language students were notified simultaneously.  The committee wanted to know the acceptance rate of the candidates.  Dr. Poland shared that all students were notified simultaneously and that there an average of about 50% acceptance rate. 
· Academic Year Directors:
Dr. Poland met with the Academic Year Governor’s School Directors on April 11, 2019.  The teachers and directors are eager to begin the micro-credentials with the NAGC..  They are working with the department and the secretary of education to be proactive about getting a new funding formula in place that more accurate aligns with the funding of other educational programs. 
· Summer Regional Programs:
The Summer Regional programs recently received their grant awards. Many will start in late May or early June.

Charge from the Board of Education: 
· George Fohl stated that Donna Poland sent out a document that compiled all of the recommendations from each group into one report to be presented to the Board of Education (BOE) as a report/presentation. Members decided to review the document individually and sit with different groups of people to get an objective perspective.  The committee members perused the documents in a whole group setting using the computer projector while one person edited the document.  
· Donna Poland shared that the presentation of the report to the BOE has been changed from July to June 19, and June 20th. It is imperative that all documentation in regards to the presentation/report be delivered to the BOE by June 1, 2019. Donna Poland conversed with the BOE clerk and she explained that the BOE may have questions for the committee members about the report. Donna Poland suggested that a member from each committee group be present at the BOE presentation on June 19, or June 20 to answer any questions. Since, equity is an important topic the board may have questions.  In addition, the opening of the regulations will also occur at the June meeting.
