AGENDA ITEMS

Agenda Item 1:  Recommendations for the Annual Education Preparation Program Profiles Required by the Regulations Governing the Review and Approval of Education Programs in Virginia 

The Advisory Board on Teacher Education and Licensure received information and discussed the annual Education Preparation Program Profiles, required by the Regulations Governing the Review and Approval of Education Programs in Virginia.  The annual Education Preparation Program Profile must be published and posted on the Department of Education’s website.  The requirements set for in the regulations are as follows:
 
	8VAC20-543-70. Annual Education Preparation Program Profile.
The accredited professional education program shall submit to the Virginia Department of Education a yearly education preparation program profile on the preparation of professional school personnel. The education preparation program profile shall be published on the department's website. The information required on the education preparation program profile shall be approved by the Board of Education and shall include the following:

1. Institution's accreditation status;
2. Education endorsement program status;
3. Number of candidates admitted in education endorsement programs;
4. Comparison of candidates, admitted to education endorsement programs to overall college or university population;
5. Number of program completers for each endorsement program;
6. Number of program noncompleters for each endorsement program;
7. Biennial accountability data results;
8. Satisfaction ratings by school administrators and clinical experience supervisors of student teachers; 
9. Satisfaction ratings by employers of program graduates; 
10. Satisfaction ratings of program graduates within two years of employment; 
11. Recognition of other program achievements; and 
12. Other data as required by the Board of Education. 
	
Patty S. Pitts, Assistant Superintendent for Teacher Education and Licensure, presented information on the requirements of the profile and discussion was held regarding each of the components.  In addition, Mrs. Pitts presented four states’ reports for review, specifically California, Delaware, Kentucky, North Carolina, and Tennessee.  Advisory Board members were requested to review examples of other states’ profiles/reports, reach out to colleagues for feedback, and be prepared to make recommendations at the March 2019 meeting.

Item H: Final Review of a Technical Revision to the Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (8VAC20-23)

Mrs. Patty Pitts presented that an inadvertent omission was made in section 8VAC20-23-630. Division Superintendent License that needed to be added to the regulations.  
Mrs. Pitts reported that the Board of Education accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent of Public Instruction to waive first review and approve the proposed edit to the Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (Exempt Action).

Item I:  First Review of Proposed Amendments to the Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (8VAC20-23) to comport with 2018 Legislation Passed by the General Assembly Under the Fast Track Provisions of the Administrative Process Act

Mrs. Patty Pitts presented that the Board of Education accepted the Superintendent of Public Instruction’s recommendation to:

(1) approve the proposed revisions to the Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (fast-track) to comport with legislation passed by the 2018 General Assembly and authorize the Department of Education staff to make technical edits, if necessary, and continue with the procedures of the Administrative Process Act.

(2) approve 270 professional development points for license renewal and include in the Licensure Renewal Manual the following maximum professional development points for each option until the renewal requirements are comprehensively reviewed.
1. College Credit				270 points
2. Professional Conference			  60 points
3. Curriculum Development			135 points
4. Publication of Article			135 points
5. Publication of Book			135 points
6. Mentor/Supervision			135 points
7. Education Project				135 points
8. Professional Development Activities	270 points

Item J: First Review of a Notice of Intended Regulatory Action (NOIRA) to Establish an Add-on Endorsement in the Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (8VAC20-23) to Teach Economics and Personal Finance

1. University Approval – As soon as possible
1. Submit to State Council of Higher Education for Virginia (SCHEV)
by April 1 for staff review 
1. Submit to Department of Education by February 15 for staff review 
1. ABTEL Approval – April 15, contingent on SCHEV approval
1. SCHEV Council Approval – May 2019
1. BOE Approval – June 2019 (if first review waived)

Pathway 2: Fall 2020 Program Availability
1. University Approval – Between now and Fall 2019 
1. Submit to SCHEV by Dec 2019 by for staff review 
1. Submit to Department of Education no later than October 2019 for staff review 
1. SCHEV Council Approval – March 2020
1. ABTEL Approval – March 2020
1. Board of Education Approval – April 2020 (if first review waived)
