Instruction Delivery: show t.v. commercials, magazine ads, editorials in newspapers


Analyze portions that make it a persuasive piece: purpose, emotions, topic, details, point of view


Guide students in a brainstorming activity where they indicate all the factors that make it a persuasive piece. Talk about elements that make up persuasive writing.





Guided Practice: Provide copies of magazine ads, newspaper ads, t.v.commercials, or editorials. Have student partner groups choose which they would like to work with. Students will analyze their chosen piece for the components that make it persuasive.


Next, have student partner groups create a similarly designed persuasive piece.





Assessment Activity: Using method of choice, students will complete a persuasive writing piece on a topic of their choice. Choices of method include: podcast, photostory, video, essay, letter, brochure,  or ad with graphics. Students will post work to wiki or voicethread for online discussion and peer review.
