Final review of revised Guidelines for Uniform 
Performance Standards & Evaluation Criteria 
for Superintendents 

The board approved the guidelines to become 
effective on July 1, 2014, while allowing school boards 
and divisions the authority to implement standards 
and guidelines earlier. 

First review of proposed alternate methodology 
for revising mathematics Annual Measurable 
Objectives (AMOs) for accountability years 
2013-2014 through 2017-2018 under 
provisions of Virginia’s approved NCLB waiver 
from certain requirements of the Elementary & 
Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) 

The board accepted for first review the proposed 
alternate methodology for accountability years 2013-
2041 through 2017-2018: 
• revising mathematics AMOs for every student 

subgroup, including the three proficiency gap 
groups, based on new and more rigorous 
mathematics assessments administered for the 
first time in 2011-2012 

• recalculating reading AMOs based on new and 
more rigorous reading assessments to be 
administered for the first time in 2012-2013.  

Final review is expected at the October 25 meeting. 
First review of request for approval of an 
alternative accreditation plan from the 
Albemarle County School Board for a high 
school with a graduation cohort of 50 students 
or fewer 

The board accepted for first review Albemarle 
County’s proposed alternative accreditation plan for 
Murray High. Final review is expected at the October 
25 meeting. 

First review of request for a rating of 
conditionally accredited from the Alexandria 
School Board for Jefferson-Houston 
Elementary School 

The board accepted for first review the request by the 
Alexandria School Board for a rating of Conditionally 
Accredited for Jefferson-Houston Elementary. Final 
review is expected at the October 25 meeting. 

First review of request for a rating of 
conditionally accredited from the Norfolk 
School Board for William H. Ruffner Academy 
Middle School 

The board accepted for first review the request by the 
Norfolk School Board for a rating of Conditionally 
Accredited for William H. Ruffner Academy Middle. 
Final review is expected at the October 25 meeting.

First review of revisions to criteria for the 
Virginia Index of Performance (VIP) 

The board accepted for first review the modifications 
to VIP to be effective for the 2012-2013 academic 
year. Final review is expected at the October 25 
meeting. 

First review of a proposal from the Region 
2000 Technology Council to establish the 
Governor’s Career & Technical (CTE) Science, 
Technology, Engineering & Mathematics 
(STEM) Academy 

The board accepted for first review the proposal to 
establish a STEM academy in Lynchburg with a start 
date of September 2013. Final review is expected at 
the October 25 meeting. 

First review of a proposed amendment to the 
Licensure Regulations for School Personnel (8 
VAC 20-22-10 et seq.) to conform to House Bill 
1295 & Senate Bill 679 passed by the 2012 
General Assembly 

The board accepted for first review the proposed 
licensure amendment and authorized VDOE staff to 
proceed with the requirements of the Administrative 
Process Act (APA).

The board accepted for first review the SOQ revision 
recommendations. Final review is expected at the 
November 29 meeting.

Comprehensive Plan: 2012-2017 

The board accepted the comprehensive plan for first 
review and directed VDOE staff to make necessary 
revisions to reflect board member feedback. Final 
review is expected at the October 25 meeting.
