[bookmark: _GoBack]SUBJECT:	2017-2018 Federal Data Reporting for the National Reporting System 

This memo clarifies the methods and procedures the Virginia Department of Education, Office of Career, Technical, and Adult Education follows for 2017-2018 federal reporting of data match and follow-up measures. 

The state’s management information system (MIS) conforms to the requirements, definitions, and guidelines stated in the Technical Assistance Guide for Performance Accountability under the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act: National Reporting System for Adult Education. 
In order to calculate follow-up and outcome measures, the state has a data sharing agreement with the Virginia Employment Commission (VEC) and with the National Student Clearinghouse (NSC). These agreements allow for reporting the following outcome measures:
· Employment outcomes in the second and fourth quarter after exit and the median earnings of participants  employed in the second quarter after exit are determined from student records matched by the VEC. For this match, all valid student records with a Social Security Number from the previous and current program year are shared with the VEC. Positive records with employment and earnings data are reported. 
· Students’ enrollment status in postsecondary education or attainment of a postsecondary degree is determined from student records matched by the National Student Clearinghouse. For this match, all valid student records from the previous and current program year are shared with the NSC. Positive records with enrollment or degree attainment of students who are still enrolled in adult education or are within one year of exit are reported.

The state MIS is being updated to reflect the NRS tables required for 2018-2019 reporting and with new user interface features, including helpful program-level reports. Further policies and procedures reflecting the updates will be published and training offered to address data collection, reporting, validation, and use of the new reports for data monitoring and program decision-making.
