SUBJECT:	Perkins V Update

On July 1, 2019, the Strengthening Career and Technical Education for the 21st Century Act (Perkins V) will become effective.  School divisions will be required to submit a 2019-2020 Local Perkins Plan and Budget Application by April 30, 2019.

We anticipate that the new Perkins V Excel template for the submission of your application will be posted on the VDOE website by January 18, 2019. The application will include a few changes in order to comply with Perkins V. Video streaming technical assistance sessions will be scheduled for late January.

Each local CTE Director will be mailed a copy of The Official Guide to the Strengthening Career and Technical Education for the 21st Century Act (Perkins V). Advance copies of the document will be disseminated at the Virginia ACTE Professional Development Seminar on January 10, 2019.

Perkins V does not include many new mandates or prescribe a “one size fits all” approach. Instead, it encourages local recipients to develop, implement, and expand innovative education strategies and initiatives. We look forward to working with all school divisions to provide programs that prepare students for 21st Century Careers!
