The Country Was Never the Same:  Events that Changed U.S. History

English 7 Multi-Genre Research Project
The multi-genre research project is designed to allow you to explore a significant event in U.S history by creating several different documents.  You decide on your topic and the best way to share it with the reader.  This work will also be the basis for your 4-H speech.

Requirements
Content:

· Why is this event important?  Include key facts, people, and dates.

· How did this event change history?  Be clear in the effects, both intended and unintentional.

· What were the different viewpoints and problems? Be sure to include multiple, even conflicting, perspectives of the event.

Structure:

1. Introduction/Reflection/Letter to the Reader

2. Formal research paper with citations (300-500 words)

3. Three documents that explore the topic in a different way.  You should choose from the 5 categories in the chart below.  Only one document may come from any category.

4. Works cited page with at least five sources.  You must use at least one non-internet source.  We will be using the MLA format for citations.

Creativity:

· The paper should show thought, effort, and originality of thought.  

· The chosen documents are varied and deliberately chosen to effectively share the necessary information.

· 1 non-internet source
