The Library of Congress > Chronicling America
This site allows you to search and view newspaper pages from 1836-1922 and find information about American newspapers published between 1690-present.  Chronicling America uses a tool that will scan the pages for keywords, allowing for the greatest possible return.  These digital newspapers are useful for all curricula and all grades.  From full page, eye-catching ads to articles that reveal the mindset of the period, newspapers are an invaluable classroom resource.  Historic newspapers are found at the top of the homepage under “Collection Highlights”.  See Recommended Topics http://www.loc.gov/rr/news/topics/topics.html collections of papers relevant to a topic, complete with background information and a chronology of related events.

Helpful hint:  To reproduce portions of the paper for your class, you must use the zoom feature to focus in on the section of the newspaper that you want.  In the right corner, use the CLIP THIS IMAGE feature (with the scissor icon).  You will then be able to reproduce the clipped image.
