Power Prefix Play
RULES: Two students sit beside one another. The Power Prefix Play (this game can be done for any word part) sheet is between the two students. Each has a pencil/pen. When the prefixed clue is read, the student must cross out the clue. The student who crosses out the clue first wins a point. Points can be kept on the back of the sheet. Say what is in all caps. What is in parenthesis should be crossed out on the sheet by the players.

17. ANTISEPTIC (against dirt)
18. FORECAST (predict the weather)
19. NONFAT (diet)
20. SUPERSIZE (7-11 Big Gulp)
21. IMPATIENT (cannot wait)
VOCABULARY HEAD-BANDS DIRECTIONS
[bookmark: _GoBack]The game Head-Banz, even though a children’s game, provides wonderful headbands that hold cards displayed on the forehead. You can use sticky notes if the investment isn’t worthwhile. Students wear a headband while trying to figure out the displayed word. Each player uses the worksheet (attached) in order to get information about their word (asking the circle of players for a synonym; antonym; example; definition and finally the player must guess the word – player can guess at any point.
