Using Easybib to Create the Works Cited Page
Students will generate a Works Cited page in order to correctly make in-text citations.
 
Teacher Notes: 
First and foremost, students need to understand that citing sources requires more than creating a Works Cited page that includes a list of the books, websites, blogs, and podcasts consulted.  Students must also give credit to specific ideas and information used in a formal paper or project by giving a shout-out to the author and source in the body of the paper or project.
 
	Citing sources =  In-text citations + Works Cited page


 

One way for students to decrease errors and frustration citing sources is to create the Works Cited page before inserting the in-text citations within the body of the paper.  Although students probably won’t use all of the sources listed on the Works Cited page, it does provide the exact information that students need to successfully make in-text citations.  If students don’t use some of the sources on the Works Cited page, they can be easily deleted.
