Creating In-Text Citations
Notes and Guided Practice

Students will correctly use in-text citations by naming the author and the source of paraphrased or quoted text.

In-Text Citation Notes
Citations inform the reader who wrote or said the information included in an academic paper and in which source the reader can locate the information. This is important to readers because they will be able to locate the information mentioned.  This is significant to writers because it helps them avoid plagiarism.  
You’ll include citations in two places: on the Works Cited page and in the research product’s written text.  EasyBib will help you easily create your Works Cited page, but you’ll format the in-text citation as you include facts from your Scaffolded Notes in your research product. By inserting the author before the fact/information and the source after the fact/information, writers create a citation sandwich, like an Oreo cookie.
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In-text citations are necessary for direct quotes and paraphrased information.
Citation for a Direct Quote:
 Justin Bieber sang, “If I was your boyfriend, I’d never let you go” (“Boyfriend”).

Notice that the author (Justin Bieber) and the source (the song “Boyfriend”) make a citation sandwich.  The author is the top cookie of the Oreo, the source is the bottom cookie, and the information is the filling. The reader clearly understands who sang this line in the song and in which song he or she can find this lyric.
Now let’s try it with these lyrics from another great Justin!
Justin Timberlake sang, “I got that sunshine in my pocket, got that good soul in my feet” (“Can’t Stop the Feelin’”).

Citation for Paraphrased Text:
Justin Bieber sang, “If I was your boyfriend, I’d never let you go” (“Boyfriend”).

Notice that the author (Justin Bieber) and the source  (“Boyfriend”) make a citation sandwich in paraphrased text as well.  The author is the top cookie of the Oreo, the source is the bottom cookie, and the information is the filling. The reader clearly understands who sang this line in the song and in which song he or she can find this lyric.What’s missing?  A set of quotation marks.  They aren’t necessary for paraphrased material because the information was worded differently from the original text. 


Let’s give Timberlake another shot. Justin Timberlake sang, “I got that sunshine in my pocket, got that good soul in my feet” (“Can’t Stop the Feelin’”).
