Caring School Environment Performance Task

Imagine that student absenteeism is on the rise. The cause of the problem is teasing
and bullying. Many students feel unsafe at school, thus are absent from school to find
comfort is their safe home environment.

Step 2: Collaborate and Summarize
In small groups of three, share your survey results with your group. Consider the
following questions:
e Do students feel cared for at your school ?
e Is teasing and bullying a problem at your school? Is teasing and bullying a
problem among specific grade levels or among students in general?
Where does teasing and bullying occur at school?
How did your survey results compare or contrast to your group members results?

Write a %2 page paper summarizing and reflecting on your survey results and your group
members’ results. Consider the questions listed above as you write your paper.




Step 3: Create a Product

As a small group, discuss how you could promote a more caring school environment.
Think about if you are going to target the whole school, a specific grade level, or a
class. Choose one of the following product options from the Project Choice Board.
