Declaration and Resolves of the First Continental Congress; October 14, 1774
Resolved, N.C.D. 1.
 That they are entitled to life, liberty and property:
 and they have never ceded to any foreign power whatever, a right to dispose of either without their consent.
Resolved, N.C.D. 2.
 That our ancestors, who first settled these colonies,

ere
 at the time of their emigration from the mother country, entitled to all the rights, liberties, and immunities of free and natural- born subjects, within the realm of England.

 That they have a right peaceably to assemble, consider of their grievances, and petition the king; and that all prosecutions, prohibitory proclamations, and commitments for the same, are illegal.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable

The history of the present King of Great Britain is a history of repeated injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the establishment of an absolute Tyranny over these States. To prove this, let Facts be submitted to a candid world. . . .
