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As the content, skills, or concepts introduced in many of the history and social science courses repeat, many build in complexity over different courses.  This SOL tracker designed by the Math Department has been provided to help teachers, schools and school divisions track their current reality, next steps, and upcoming school year.  This tracker can help determine which standards students have had sufficient exposure and experience with prior to March 13, 2020.  It also provides an opportunity to make decisions regarding when and how standards, skills, and concepts can be built upon as they were not taught in a face-to-face setting during the 2019 – 2020 school year.
