Virginia Earns High Marks on Education Week 
Chance-for-Success Index 

RICHMOND — Superintendent of Public Instruction James Lane says that today’s Chance-for-Success Index report from Education Week shows that Virginia’s public schools continue to rank among the nation’s best in preparing students for college and careers. The commonwealth earned a B in the annual report and ranked eighth in the nation. 

“The quality of our public education system and its effectiveness in preparing young Virginians for success is key to the commonwealth’s ability to compete in the 21st-century economy,” Lane said. “But as we celebrate this latest recognition, we must keep focused on the work that remains to be done to address persistent achievement gaps and to ensure that all students have the support and resources they need to succeed.” 

The Chance-for-Success Index evaluates state performance on indicators related to early childhood education, achievement in reading and mathematics, high school graduation, family income, adult education and employment. 

The index is the first installment of Education Week’s three-part Quality Counts report on the nation’s schools. The weekly education journal evaluates states in June on school finances, and in September on student achievement and progress toward closing achievement gaps. Education Week also reports overall Quality Counts grades and scores in September.
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
