SUBJECT:	Reporting for 2017-2018 State Funding for Alternative School Breakfast Service Models
Virginia’s fiscal year 2018 provided funding for alternative school breakfast service models that provide meals to students through a distribution method different from traditional cafeteria service. Delivery options vary; however, all models require that students have the opportunity to eat breakfast after the school day begins.
Your school applied for and received state funding for alternative school breakfast service models. As a condition of receiving these state funds, your school is required to evaluate the educational impact of your alternative school breakfast service model and report your findings to VDOE. The VDOE will compile the aggregated results and submit a report to the Governor and the Senate Finance and House Appropriations Committees.
To meet these reporting requirements, VDOE asks that you complete the following activities by June 15, 2018:
· Complete the feedback survey (link below) on the alternative breakfast program service model available at your school and provide the survey link to other school administrators, teachers, and school nutrition program/cafeteria managers in your school for completion. The survey should take approximately 10 minutes to complete and your answers are anonymous.

· Complete the school report (link below) which requires school-level data on attendance, tardiness, school discipline, and visits to the nurse for the prior school year and during the one-year pilot.
Alternative School Breakfast Service Models School Report
In addition to these activities, school nutrition directors will be asked to provide information on the fiscal impact of alternative breakfast programs for all participating schools in your division and VDOE will review and analyze SOL pass rates for participating schools as a measure of student achievement.
Your support of this evaluation is appreciated. The information gained through these surveys and reports will allow the VDOE to communicate the impact of alternative school breakfast service models to state legislators.
