The Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) Office of School Nutrition Programs (SNP) looks forward to administering the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) in 2019, and to continue building relationships with a shared goal of ensuring that all children across the Commonwealth have access to nutritious foods both during school and when school is not in session.
FY 18-19 Applications
The FY 18-19 SFSP SNPWeb application packet became available in SNPWeb in fall 2018 for sponsoring organizations planning for emergency closures. Due to several anticipated system updates, SFSP application packet updates and new submissions must wait until April 15, 2019 and onward.
As a reminder, applications must be submitted 30 days prior to program operation; VDOE will not retroactively reimburse sponsors for meals served prior to approval. The federal deadline to submit an application is June 15, 2019. 
If submitting requests for advance payments, please adhere to the request submission deadlines below: 
· May 1 for a June 1 advance
· June 14 for a July 15 advance
· July 15 for an August 15 advance
SFSP Application Instruction
In an effort to ease the SFSP application process, VDOE SNP will disperse an SFSP SNPWeb Application Packet Instructions booklet, which will detail how to answer each question in SNPWeb and outline all documents required for application approval. This booklet will be distributed via director’s memo on Friday, April 12, 2019.
