The purpose of this memorandum is to serve as a reminder for School Food Authorities (SFAs) of the requirement to report the number of food safety inspection reports for School Year 2018-2019. Section 9 (h) of the National School Lunch Act (NSLA), 42 U.S.C 1758(h) requires schools to obtain a food safety inspection at least twice a year. These inspections must be conducted by a state or local agency responsible for such inspections. The Virginia Department of Health is the agency responsible for conducting the reviews. For additional information please contact your local health department. The food safety inspection requirement applies to all food preparation-service sites and service-only sites. 
This information is entered into SNPWeb as part of the 2018-2019 school year application. Each active site has a field to enter the number of food safety inspections. If the site did not receive two inspections, please enter the reason in the field provided. The deadline for submitting the information for school year 2018-2019 is June 30, 2019.
