The purpose of this memo is to provide a list of the elementary schools that applied for and received funding to participate in the USDA Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP) for the 2018-2019 school year. The list of funded schools is attached to this memo. More than 200 schools applied to participate. Virginia’s FFVP allocation was enough to provide funding for 135 schools totaling more than 63,500 enrolled students. Schools that did not receive funding this year are encouraged to apply again in the future.
Funding allocations for July through September and October through June will be entered into SNPWeb for each school.  School divisions with one or more schools funded for FFVP must upload the signed FFVP addendum to the Attachments List in the SNPWeb Application Packet for 2018-2019.  Please upload the addendum as soon as possible and prior to the beginning of the school year.
As communicated in the June 8, 2018, Superintendent’s Memo No.147-18, an orientation webinar for school divisions with one or more schools funded to participate in the FFVP will be conducted on Monday, July 23, 2018, from 2:00 to 3:00 pm. An email with webinar details will be sent to the SNP director/supervisor/contact person for each FFVP funded division.
