For this year’s Breakfast Challenge, schools across the Commonwealth will compete for prizes and recognition by increasing participation in their school breakfast program. As more kids participate in school breakfast, the chances for winning grow. 
School divisions of similar enrollment size will compete against each other in one of four categories. Exciting prizes may include cash and equipment for school activities, statewide publicity, recognition events, and fun rewards for school staff and students.

Looking to take your program to the next level? This year, in addition to competing to increase participation in school breakfast, school divisions have the option to enter into the Breakfast Challenge GOLD Category. Divisions can win prizes and cash for incorporating program innovations including Breakfast after the Bell programs, Farm to School initiatives, or creative marketing strategies.
