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1. Who should be responsible for monitoring fundraisers conducted by the school and school organizations?
State regulations (8VAC20-740-40) require the school division (LEA) to identify LEA staff to monitor and enforce compliance with the regulations in all areas that are outside the control of the school nutrition program. The regulations prohibit this individual from being an employee of the school nutrition program (SNP). An SNP employee cannot be used to monitor compliance with the nutrition standards for foods and beverages sold by the school or any school-sponsored organization. This includes monitoring of fundraisers and fundraiser exemptions, if allowed.
 
2. May the school nutrition director, or any other SNP employee, be identified as the LEA leader to monitor and enforce the school division’s Local Wellness Policy?
Yes, school nutrition employees may monitor and enforce the division’s local wellness policy.
 
3. Must the school division allow exemptions for foods and beverages that do not meet the nutrition standards to be sold to students during the school day as part of school-sponsored fundraisers?
No.  Exemptions to the nutrition standards for school-sponsored fundraisers are not a requirement.  Schools are encouraged to consider non-food fundraisers and to provide consistent nutrition messages to students throughout the school campus during the school day.
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
